Syllabus for Honors Algebra

Objective:  

The objective for this class is to learn the concepts of math.  The students should gain an understanding of math and the different ways these concepts can be used.  Since these students are honors type students, they will be held to HIGH expectations.  Our goal is to become proficient in the following concepts that way they are prepared for Honors Geometry next year, pass the ECA and ISTEP tests this year.  The following are the concepts that will be discussed: basic algebra topics, properties of real numbers, solving linear equations, graphing linear equations and functions, writing linear equations, solve and graph linear inequalities, systems of linear equations and inequalities, exponents and exponential functions, quadratic equations and functions, polynomials and factoring, rational equations and functions, radicals and connections to geometry.

Grades:
Grades will be based on three categories.  The students will receive grades for homework/projects, quizzes, comprehension, and tests.  

Homework: 10%

Quiz/Projects: 40%

Tests: 50%
