PROMOTION POINT POLICY

(Effective 2009-10 school year)
Regular Education Requirements:

· 7th grade students MUST earn 15 points out of 20 possible during the school year to be promoted

· 8th grade students MUST earn 15 points out of 20 possible during the school year to be promoted

· One point will be assigned for passing grades ONLY (A, B, C, D).  F’s = ZERO points.

· Six points MUST be earned by receiving passing semester grades in ENGLISH, MATH, SOCIAL STUDIES, & SCIENCE during the school year to be promoted to the next grade level.

· Students are expected to pass the Language Arts, Math,  Science (7th grade) and Social Studies (8th grade)  ISTEP -- One point given per test passed.

· Students are expected to IMPROVE on pre/post tests – They receive a point if they pass with a 60% and improved from pretest score or score a 50% with a 15% improvement from the pretest.

Students who achieve the above requirements will be promoted to the next grade level.  Students who do not achieve the requirements will be mandated to summer school where they must be successful.  If unsuccessful, the student will be either recommended for retention by their block teachers or retake the previous years courses in which they struggled.  This decision will be made by teacher recommendations, the school principal, junior high guidance counselor, block leader, & special education teacher (if applicable).  Also, if a student lacks the minimum points for promotion, the student’s parents/guardians may request an academic review meeting with the principal, block teachers, special education teacher (if applicable) and junior high guidance counselor to discuss their child’s academic progress and strategies to help their child be successful.  
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
